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BTEC First Diploma in Health & Social Care ~ Course Details

The following information details the topics that the students are studying within the BTEC First Diploma in Health & Social Care.

In Year 1 (school Year 10):  


Communication and Individual Rights

Term 1:
Communication – types of, importance of effective communication in care settings, difficulties in communication and how to prevent difficulties. Students’ communication skills are assessed.

Term 2:
Individual’s Rights – the law and legislation.

Term 3:
The Care Value Base – diversity amongst individuals and how Care values are used to promote equality and fostering of service user’s rights.

Individual Needs within Health and Social Care

Term 1:
Health and Safety – the principles of health and safety legislation and guidelines in health and social care environments. Hazards in health and care environments.

Term 2:
Factors Affecting Health – Maslow’s theory of needs. Things that influence the health and needs of individuals, eg physical, lifestyle, socio–economic factors.

Term 3:
Planning to Improve Health – action planning to improve the health of a variety of different individuals.

Cultural Diversity in Health and Social Care

Term 1:
Differences Between Individuals in Society - recognising the immense diversity in British Society. Learning about different customs and practices in different religious or secular beliefs.

Term 2:
Equal opportunities – factors that influence the equality of opportunity for individuals eg age, social class, gender, sexuality.

Term 3:
Rights of Individuals – legislation and care value base.

Each of the subjects studied is continuously assessed by a variety of different assignments. You may be able to help your Apprentice with an assignment. Ask them to bring in an assignment that they are currently working on if you think you can be of help.

In Year 2 (school Year 11):
Vocational Experience in a Health or Social Care Setting

· The application process - preparing for an interview, interview skills.

· Work experience – describe a period of work experience, find out job roles, about the organisation, resources, funding, responsibilities, policies and procedures.

· Interpersonal skills – assessment.

Human Lifespan Development

· Developmental changes that occur at different life stages from birth to old age.

· Positive and negative influences on individuals at different life stages.

· Self concept – factors that can influence an individuals self concept.

· Changing care needs at different life stages.

The Impact of Diet on Health

· Investigate the dietary needs of individuals at different life stages.

· Affects of unbalanced diets on the health of individuals.

· Specific dietary needs of patients/service users.

· Principles of food safety and hygiene.
